Finishing Project #3—“Tune in Space Out” (song cards)
· Finished cards (either mounted or “mapped”)

· Reflection statement (See instructions—Be sure to include the name of the song and what you learned from your fieldwork that helped you to come up with ideas for how to express the mood or psychological effect of the song—Also include your specific split-complimentary and how you adjusted the color relationships to make push-pull space effects)

· Make sure your name is on the back of your project!

How to finish cards for professional presentation:
First—

· Make sure that all your cards are flattened.  If any are warped—

· Apply modge podge on the back of the warped card.

· As soon as it is tacky—not quite dry, but dry enough to be touched—place waxed paper over it and apply weight until card flattens.

“Mapping”

Use “mapping” presentation if…
· Your cards can be rearranged in multiple ways

· The mood/psychological effect of the song in this artwork would be communicated better if cards were displayed as “floating”, hung, pinned, suspended between glass, etc.

· Lay cards out in the order they would be displayed in.  On the back of each card, write your name, the card position #, and “top” with an arrow pointing upward.

· “Map” your display—

· On a separate piece of paper, draw a “map” diagram of the layout with the card positions numbered.  Also, write the way you think you’d like to display the cards (e.g., hung with clear nylon fishing line, temporary sticking directly onto the wall, pinned like butterfly collection, etc.).  Then, briefly explain how the display method you’ve chosen will help to communicate more about the song and your response to it.
· On the top of your “map” diagram, write—your name, your creative title for your artwork, the title of the song, and your split-complimentary system.

· Wrap each card neatly in waxed paper so they don’t stick to each other.

· Place the cards and your “map” diagram with written explanation in a plastic baggie.

· Write your name on the baggie in pen or marker.
Mounting

· Use matt board (not poster board or foam core).

· Choose a neutral matt board—beige, ivory, gray, black, etc.—that goes well aesthetically with your cards.  The matt board should enhance the color relationships in the cards and also help to communicate the mood or psychological effect of the song.  
· Lay out your cards and determine if the cards should be touching each other or if space around each card looks better aesthetically.

· Measure and mark in light pencil (or use very low tack painter’s tape to mark) the matt board so you know where each card’s corners need to be.  IMPORTANT: Use tools to make sure that verticals and horizontals are at 90-degree angles so that you cards are straight and lined up neatly.

· Use tacky glue (dotting on the back of cards and scraping glue from edges) to attach each card.  Make sure that glue doesn’t go past the edges of the mounted card.  Glue will show up on the matt board.

· Apply weight to make sure that each card stays flat while glue dries.

· On the back of your mounted artwork, write—your name, your creative title for your artwork, the title of the song, and your split-complimentary system.
