METAMORPHOSIS PROJECT
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 Basic Procedure 
Find two objects of sufficient interest to draw. Do not choose anything valuable, perishable or anything made out of glass. Do not choose vessel type objects such as a cup or a vase. Look for objects in your home or garage (anyone going home this weekend?), nature or thrift store. Choose objects that have mass and volume i.e. three-dimensional objects. Remember to choose objects that have interesting surface qualities. Be creative in your choice; don't run around your apartment or dorm at the last minute grabbing the first object you see. I will know. Consider texture, pattern, value, contrast and form 

Create a drawing that transforms one object into the other in four steps. Your first image should depict the first object and your last image should depict the last object. The images in between should represent the metamorphosis in progress. The four images should be drawn on one piece of good drawing paper. Consider composition and spatial relationships. Your images should not float on the picture plane. You do not need a detailed background, but use simultaneous contrast, and cast shadows to imply a foreground, middle ground and background in your composition. Your objects should be placed creatively in a spatially conscious way (don't line your objects in a row). Use the whole paper. Allow them to interact, or overlap. Again, think of value, line quality, composition, texture, contrast, form and spatial relationships. The composition will be just as important as the metamorphosis of the objects. 

Evaluation 
Your drawing will be evaluated on creativity and how well you deal with issues of composition and spatial relationships as well as value, texture, line quality, positive shape and negative space. Basically how well you understand the concepts covered in class up to this point. Presentation will also be considered. Make sure your drawing is sprayed with fixative and is free from torn edges. Cover your finished drawing with a sheet of newsprint.
